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Mexico City WGPD Meeting | MINUTE
1. Given the concurrence between some WGPD investigations and those performed by other INTOSAI bodies and in order to streamline the WGPD efforts, it was decided to redefine the pending investigation themes as shown in Annex I.

2. Portugal and Mexico will undertake the analysis of the current WGPD’s official products so as to verify the need of updating them with regard to the ISSAI framework.
3. The WGPD Secretariat will contact INTOSAI Task Force on Global Financial Crisis in order to get information on the work they have undertaken, so as to avoid any overlapping and take advantage of the aforementioned work as an input for the ongoing WGPD investigations.
4. All WGPD members are invited to share information with the United States GAO, regarding financial and banking bail-out and rescue programs and the audits conducted on this matter in relation to the investigation theme “Impact of financial crises on public debt”.

5. The investigation “Public Management Debt Office”, led by the UK, will include the theme “Assessment of Human Resources Employed in Debt Contracting” led by the Office of the Auditor General of Fiji. The Office of the Auditor General of Zambia agreed to join to this group. The Riksrevisionen of Sweden will also join this group, once this is approved by their authorities.

6. Given the importance of the investigation on Contingent Debt led by the Accounting Chamber of Ukraine, the Chair invited all WGPD members to respond the questionnaire submitted by Ukraine; the Secretariat will post the questionnaire on the WGPD’s website. Ukraine will be consulted on potential overlaps of this investigation and already existing WGPD products. Portugal expressed interest in joining this group.
7. Regarding the presentation on “Risk Assessment and Reduction of Probable Effects on Debt Structure and Internal Control System on Public Debt Management” sent by the Central Organization for Control and Auditing of Yemen, the Chair invited the membership to send its comments and suggestions. The Court of Accounts of Austria offered to co-lead this investigation with Yemen. The Accounts Chamber of the Russian Federation agreed to join this investigation group. 
8. At the request of the WGPD membership, the e-mail of the Secretariat secretariat@wgpd.org.mx will be made available for inquiries and contact anytime, in order to improve the flow of communication within the group.
9. All WGPD members are invited to send their Paradigmatic Audits on Public Debt to the WGPD Secretariat, so they may be posted on the corresponding section of the Group’s website.
10. The Chair will periodically submit the WGPD experts list to the IDI for its capacity-building activities.
11. The WGPD Strategic Plan was endorsed by the Group. It was agreed that the Office of the Auditor General of Canada would present the Group’s Strategic Plan during the XX INCOSAI.

12. The Chair will perform an analysis on the relation between the WGPD and Strategic Plan goals’, to be presented during the next WGPD meeting.

13. The next meetings will be hosted as follows: 2011 in Lithuania and 2012 in Finland.
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
